Day 1

Inauguration 

The Fair was inaugurated on February 1st at IISc where the participants had set up their projects. 

A formal inauguration was marked with a lamp being lit in the traditional way by representatives of Intel, the Affiliated fairs, Judges, participants and guides. Dr R. S. Mathur –Scientist, Indegenisation industry co-ordination dept, ISRO delivered an inspirational speech to the audience.

Interviews with the judges 

The judging process comprised of a pre-judging session where the judges examined the research material and charts displayed by the participants in the absence of the participants. The Pre-judging Session was followed by a highly interactive interview where the judges interviewed the participants on their projects.
