The Inauguration
The inauguration ceremony started with the lamp being lit by representatives of Intel, IIT and the affiliated fairs, judges, participants and guides. 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Judging 

The judging process comprised of a pre-judging session where the judges examined the research material and charts displayed by the participants. This session helped the judges to study the research material and prepare them for the interviews with the participants. 

The ‘Pre-judging Session’ was followed by the Interview Session where the judges interviewed the participants on their projects. The judges evaluated the projects based on the following criteria : Creative Ability, Scientific Thought/Engineering Goals, Thoroughness, Skill, Clarity and Teamwork.

After the interviews the Judges had an intense discussion session to decide the winners for the various awards.  Wherever the judges needed more information they went back to interview the students and re-evaluate the projects.
