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This project in its present form is a solution for the problems created by the bicycle chain. The initial idea was to remove the age-old bicycle chain and exchange it with a new axel - rod assembly.

The chain in bicycles created problems. It slowly begins to rust, thereby reducing the efficiency of the bicycle. It also created headache of oiling it regularly and the overall result of this was spoiled trousers!

This new axle – rod assembly is same as in trucks and buses. Instead of an engine it is connected to the pedals. These pedals when move make the rod to rotate which in turn rotates the wheel of the bicycle.

This axle – rod assembly in durable, efficient, needs very low maintenance, less complicated and thus making cycle a more simplified machine.

As it does not require any constant oiling our clothes are also not spoiled.

This Axle – Rod assembly can change the history of bicycles ever since it was invented. It is an only substitute fro cycle chain. Moreover, it can also be used in motorcycles which carry long heavy chains with them.

It can result in better efficiency of the engine, better mileage and thereby saving the fuel. This Axle – Rod assembly is lot cheaper as composed is the cycle chains.
