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Project title: Innovative, improved methods of storage of agricultural products and food materials

Sub : Botany
The target of the project is to save our live – stock animals, in drought – areas, by providing them stored feed in the form of feed Blocks or Animals Biscuits.

These feed Blocks contain all the nutrients, so if increases milk production also in milch animals. We can store large amount of animal feed in a small space as well as feed in the form of Blocks or Biscuits are easily transported.

So it in an innovative, improved method of storage of Agricultural products and food materials.

Feed Blocks or Animals Biscuits are prepared in the season of greenery. We collect straw, bran, grasses, leaves of wild plants chopped them into small pieces after drying them property. Then make it nutritive by mixing molasses, mineral mixture, ground nut cakes, grams straw, salt, urea etc.

The mixture of all the components is called pre-mix. This pre-mix used to make feed blocks.

To make feed blocks, we have designed a suitable machine, in which we put – pre – mix near about 1 kg. & then compress the pre – mix by a jack. After compressing the mixture 4 - 5 times a block is prepared, which we call ‘Animal Biscuit’.

As it is easy to store, concentrate, easy to transport, nutrient and is cheap also. We can store there feed Blocks or Animal Biscuits for 4 – 5 years.

Animals feed on it easily of them is no risk of burning feed or decaying feed.
